· Ensure that environmental issues are carefully considered when making decisions that affect the organisation and consult with the relevant governing bodies for advice and assistance where necessary; 

· Control and monitor the policy by carrying out regular reviews and take any action deemed necessary for its continued effectiveness; 

· Ensure the Environmental Policy is understood and implemented throughout the organisation and that staff are made aware of their duties and responsibilities; 

· Implement a system of continuous environmental management improvement; 

· Address environmental issues in the most efficient and cost effective manner; 

· Comply with all relevant laws and regulations associated with our industry.
